Techniques and Tools for Conducting Relevant Literature Reviews will cover how to efficiently conduct high-impact 
research that can inform biosafety practices. The course will discuss the general purpose of a literature review, how to best 
organize the resources you collect, and techniques for synthesizing the literature. It will cover basic information on the kinds of 
scholarly texts available, where to search for information, citation best practices, and plagiarism avoidance. With many tools in 
the marketplace, this webinar will also provide an overview of reliable reference management tools to help curate resources 
and provide basic guidance on knowledge management tools to promote information retention over time.
